What are Network Vouchers?
· Network Vouchers are small sums of money awarded to researchers and MSMEs (micro, small and medium-sized enterprises), social enterprises and charities in the creative and cultural economy. 
· They are aimed at facilitating challenge-led collaborations between academia and early stage MSMEs, public sector and third sector organisations. 
· They are not transactional funding tools; instead they should be viewed as collaborative awards, primarily concerned with process, where successful co-creation and knowledge exchange are the intended outcomes. 
· They are aimed at facilitating and strengthening partnerships between collaborators.
· They are dependent on knowledge intermediaries or producers who play a number of roles enabling and facilitating the activities between collaborators. In this case, the Network team will be working with the projects that are awarded funding to support the collaborations and document the learning process. 
There are three types of Network Vouchers that can be applied for:
· Creative vouchers are aimed at new collaborations/projects co-created between researchers and MSMEs from the creative sector. Amounts here that can be applied for are up to a maximum of £5,000.00. Project duration should be no longer than 3 months.  Important: MSMEs can only receive 15% of the amount being applied for and this will be paid to MSMEs as a separate transaction. 
· Research vouchers are aimed at collaborative projects between researchers and MSMEs that already exist or might have stalled and might need a little more resource. Amounts here that can be applied for are up to a maximum of £2,000.00. Project duration should be no longer than 2 months.  Important: MSMEs can only receive 15% of the amount being applied for and this will be paid to MSMEs as a separate transaction.
· Impact vouchers are aimed at collaborative projects (that are more MSME-led) that already exist, or might have stalled, that need a final push over the finish line. Amounts here that can be applied for are up to a maximum of £1,000.00. These collaborations should aim to be completed in a short time frame – we suggest one month. Important: MSMEs can only receive 15% of the amount being applied for and this will be paid to MSMEs as a separate transaction.
Voucher application and process:
· Submit application (provided as part of this application pack)
· If successful, Network team will be in contact soon after to discuss contractual agreement and IP.
· Sign contractual agreement and IP contracts with support from Network team.
· Set up external partners on QMUL payment system in order to expedite funds – setting up as supplier.
· Funds transfer will be arranged as soon as possible- for researchers this will be paid to your school, for MSMEs and others this will be a direct transaction. 
· Work on projects for stipulated time.
· Create optional report towards the end of the project.
· Be available for interviews, roundtable and questionnaire as part of evaluation process. 
Who can apply?

· Applications must be led by one Queen Mary University of London researcher. The rest of the partners need to be subsequently named on the application form.
